B. Operating Instructions
1. Turn on and Turn off
— Press the On/Off button to turn on the Little i-Pen.
You will hear the start-up tone. The indicator light will
shine. To turn off, press the On/Off button, you will
hear the shutdown tone. The indicator light will dim.

— If the Little i-Pen is idled for about three minutes,
a reminder tone will be played. Following another
two minutes of inactivity, the Little i-Pen will turn off
automatically.

— It is advised to turn off the Little i-Pen when it is not in
use.

2. Touch and Talk
— Touch the “Touch me first” icon on the book cover
with the Little i-Pen. Then touch the words, sentences
and pictures in the books to play sounds.
— The recognition process takes some time. Do not
move the Little i-Pen too fast.

3. Repeat
— Touch a word, sentence or picture with the Little i-Pen,
then hold in place. The sound will repeat five times.
Alternatively, press the Function button to repeat one

time.



4. Volume Button

— Press the button to adjust the volume level. There are
three levels: low, medium and high.

5. Function Button
— Press the button to listen to the previous sound.
— Press the button to pause during play, press again to
resume.

6. Entertainment Button

— 20 children’s songs are preloaded in the Little i-Pen.
Press the button to play songs.

— Press the button to skip to the next song.

7. USB Port

— Connect the Little i-Pen to a computer using the
supplied USB cable. Then turn it on. The computer
will recognize it. Double-click the relevant symbol to
bring up the directory. You will see these folders:

(1) BOOKS: Save audio data files of Robin readers.

Note: Do not delete the 28000.djs file as it will
render the Little i-Pen inoperative.

(2) MUSIC: Save MP3 files.

C. Power
1. Battery Information
— Built-in Li-ION rechargeable battery.
— Charge the Little i-Pen by connecting it to your

computer with the PC’s USB port and the supplied
USB cable. The steps are as follows:

(1) Turn off the Little i-Pen.

(2) Plug one end of the USB cable into a USB port on
the computer and the other end to the Little i-Pen.
Make sure the computer is on and not in sleep
mode.

(3) When the indicator light turns red, charging is in
progress. When the light turns off, charging is
finished.

(4) When charging is finished, disconnect the Little
i-Pen from the computer.

— When the battery is low, the indicator will blink and
there will be a voice prompt ‘Please charge your
i-Pen’.

2. Important Notices
(1) Do not use the Little i-Pen when it is charging.
(2) Never allow children to recharge the battery.

(3) Do not cover or wrap the charging Little i-Pen, as
this can result in deformation or fire.

(4) Do not try to disassemble the built-in battery.

The Little i-Pen supports an 8GB micro SD card.
